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Ribble Valley Mayor Cllr Stuart Hirst is inaugurating a 
new circular walking trail around the beautiful Ribble 
Valley and Forest of Bowland AONB. The new 65 mile 
route has 7 stages and as well as an opportunity to 
support the Mayor’s charities, it will be developed as 
a permanent visitor tourism attraction for the area to 
attract walkers locally and nationally to the borough.

The Mayor’s inaugural walk, fully reconnoitred with the 
support of the County Authority and colleague Cllr
